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INTRODUCTION

The City of Fountain is committed to a sustainable future. As the City continues to experience
growth at an ambitious rate, it remains vital that we continue to empower community members
with resources to improve water efficiency. This plant guide was created in conjunction with
Colorado State University El Paso County Extension Office to provide the Fountain community
with resources to design the waterwise landscape of their dreams, while minimizing the water
footprint of outdoor landscaping.

Colorado is a semi-arid environment with a highly variable climate. Prolonged periods of little-
to-no precipitation are common. Here in Fountain, about 40% of our water is used outdoors.
Interested in reducing your water footprint and saving some money during the summer months?
This recommended plant list provides comprehensive information exploring trees, shrubs,
perennials and ornamental grasses that require low to moderate water in order to thrive. This list
is specific to Fountain’s hardiness zone, 6a. A hardiness zone identifies the extreme hot and cold
temperatures that an area has experienced historically.

The Plant Guide identifies water needs, sun exposure, soil preference, mature height and width,
color, and if the plant is flowering, pollinator friendly, or native. This guide can be used to create
beautiful, functional, drought resilient yards, while conserving water well into the future.

Whether you are designing an undeveloped space or converting turf to water wise plants,
we hope that you find this guide useful and informative.

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Outdoor Watering Tips

The City of Fountain has a semi-arid climate receiving an average of 17 inches of rainfall each
year. That’s 13 inches less than the US average. You can help preserve our precious water
supplies and prevent water waste by watering your landscape efficiently. Efficient irrigation
practices help prevent harmful water runoff from flowing off your property and polluting local

creeks, rivers and lakes.

Top Tips for Watering Efficiently Outdoors:

"] LIMIT WATERING DAYS FOR TURF
Three days a week is all you need.

@ WATER BEFORE 10AM OR AFTER 6PM
Watering when the sun is down reduces water loss
from evaporation.

< CYCLE & SOAK

Break up your total watering time into 3 shorter intervals
per zone, spaced <30 minutes apart. This allows water to
penetrate the soil and reach roots.

‘ DON'T WATER IN THE RAIN OR WIND

Turn off your sprinklers when rain is forecasted within
24 hours. Avoid watering on windy days to make sure
water stays on the lawn.

A AERATE YOUR LAWN

Soil becomes more compact over time, making it
difficult to absorb moisture and nutrients. Aerate your
lawn in spring and fall to help promote absorption.

(5% INVEST IN A SMART IRRIGATION CONTROLLER

A smart controller helps manage your watering schedule
with programmed dates and watering times. It can
automatically stop a scheduled watering if it rains.

DON'T JUST SET IT & FORGET IT

Adjust your watering schedule monthly based on plant
needs and weather conditions to ensure plants get the
right amount of water.

@ CHECK SPRINKLERS FOR LEAKS & OVERSPRAY

Watch your sprinklers run at least once a month to ensure
they aren’t leaking or watering pavement, and promptly
repair any issues. Regular testing helps you stay in-tune
with your irrigation and landscape.

“§° UPGRADE YOUR SPRINKLERS
Replace traditional sprinkler heads with water-efficient
rotating nozzles and drip irrigation.

2% HAND WATER BROWN SPOTS
Use a hose to water any dry spots in your grass rather than
overwatering the whole lawn.

§>I¢ WINTER WATERING IS IMPORTANT

If it's been a few weeks without precipitation during fall/
winter (and only when it’s over 40 °F), hand water your
trees and shrubs. Don't forget to disconnect the hose
when you're done to prevent freeze damage to pipes.

City of Fountain Plant Guide

As the weather starts to cool down in fall, it's time to start preparing your landscape for
winter — and next spring. Below are some simple steps you can take to get your plants

ready for the change of seasons.

LET IT GROW
Raise your lawnmower blade to a higher setting.
Taller grass improves moisture retention, reducing
water lost to evaporation.

DEADHEAD FADED FLOWERS
Cut dead flowers off just above the first set of healthy
leaves. This channels energy into new growth when it’s
time to bloom again.

0UT WITH THE OLD, IN WITH THE NEW
Remove summer annuals from flower pots
and garden beds.

PRUNE SHRUBS & PERENNIALS
Cut back your shrubs and perennials before winter
arrives. Pruning in the fall can protect flowering plants
from disease and provide a clean start for regrowth in
the spring.

DIVIDE PERENNIALS
Use a garden spade to split overgrown perennials and
replant them in new areas. Autumn’s cooler temperatures
create ideal conditions for new plants to establish.

RESEED THE LAWN
Fall is a great time to aerate and reseed your lawn
so it's ready to go next spring.

FERTILIZE THE RIGHT WAY
Use phosphorus-free fertilizer to keep Fountain lawns
green and water blue. Phosphorus can pollute local lakes
and streams, feeding algae blooms and killing fish.

GIVE LEAVES A SECOND LIFE
Use fallen leaves to mulch vegetable gardens, trees, or
perennial beds. Leaves restore soil fertility, retain moisture,
or enrich dirt as they decompose.

REPLACE TURF WITH WATER WISE PLANTS
Fall is a great time for planting. Water wise plants are
beautiful, can attract pollinators, add color to landscapes
and require significantly less water than turf.

BLOW OUT YOUR SPRINKLER SYSTEM
Freezing temperatures can cause breaks in your sprinkler
system as water expands and contracts. October is a great
time to winterize your sprinkler system to avoid costly
repairs and water waste next spring.

WINTER WATERING IS IMPORTANT
If it's been a few weeks without moisture, it's a good idea
to hose-water your trees and shrubs. Be sure to only do
this when temperatures exceed 40 °F Don't forget to
disconnect your hose when you're done to prevent freeze
damage to your pipes.
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
